Temporary Changes to the Schedule
Any changes to the sharing time with our child(ren) may be changed as long as both parents agree to the changes in advance, in writing.

Activities scheduled that will affect the other parent’s time must be coordinated with the other parent.

Makeup and Missed Parenting time: Only substantial medical reasons will be considered sufficient for postponement of parenting time.  If a child is ill and unable to spend time with a parent, a ‘Makeup Parenting Time’ will be scheduled.  If a parent fails to have the child(ren) during their scheduled parenting time for any other reason, there will be no makeup of parenting time, unless the parents agree otherwise in writing.

Permanent Changes to the Schedule 

We understand that, once we sign the final Parenting Plan, any changes that we do not agree on can only be made by applying to the Family Court for a modification.

One parent cannot change a Parenting Plan on his or her own.

Before applying to the Family Court, we understand that we can agree to try to resolve our dispute through mediation or other means.

Decision Making

Information Sharing

Both parents have equal rights to inspect and receive the child(ren)’s school records and both parents are encouraged to consult with school staff concerning the child(ren)’s welfare and education.  Both parents are encouraged to participate in school events.

Both parents have equal rights to consult with any person who may provide care or treatment for the child(ren) and to inspect and receive the child(ren)’s medical, dental and psychological records.

Each parent has a continuing responsibility to provide a residential, mailing or contact address and contact telephone number to the other parent.

Each parent has a continuing responsibility to immediately notify the other parent of any emergency circumstances or substantial changes in the health of the child, including the child’s medical needs.

Future moves by a Parent
Neither parent may change their residential address without giving the other parent ………….days notice (specify) of the change of residence and providing a copy of such notice to the Family Court.

Parent-Child Communication
Both parents and child(ren) shall have the right to communicate by telephone, in writing or by emailing during reasonable hours without interference or monitoring by the other parent. 

This is subject to any other Court Orders (Protection Orders, Trespass Notices etc) that may ban such contact from the parent.

Exchange of our Child(ren)
Both parents shall have the child(ren) ready on time with sufficient clothing packed and ready at the agreed time at the agreed exchange point. All clothing that accompanied our child(ren) shall be returned to the other parent.

While both parents continue to reside in the same locale, both parents shall share equally in the responsibility of the exchange of our child(ren).

Mutual Respect
Parents will not say things or knowingly allow others to say things in the presence of  our child(ren) that would take away our child(ren)’s love and respect for the other parent.

Other Terms
Attached are additional sheets detailing other items that form part of the Parenting Plan.

Dispute Resolution
We will first attempt to cooperatively resolve any disputes that may arise over the terms of this Parenting Plan.

If that fails we will use mediation or other dispute resolution methods.

As a last resort, the dispute shall be resolved by the Family Court.
